Step 4.
 
A tapered shaft should be created by first removing the protective film, 
approx. 50mm from either edge and then sliding the unbroken edge into 
both a deep and shallow slot for each section. Use aluminium tape on all 
joints to seal. Refer to (Figure 4a)

Step 5.
 
Slide the tapered shafts into each other to create the desired length, 
trimming it if necessary to ensure a good fit to the ceiling ring. Refer to 
(Figure 4b & 5)

Step 6.

Ensure all joints are taped and remove the protective film from the 
silvertube shaft. Refit the ceiling diffuser, as shown in (Figure 6)

Step 7

Refit your acrylic dome and ensure all debris is removed from the roof.

Step 5

Replace the tiles, cutting where necessary to ensure a neat fit. The tiles 
must have minimal clearance with the Direct Flow System (DFS) and be 
80mm to 100mm away from the top end. These steps allow the water to 
flow freely around the tray and promote a self cleaning action preventing 
a build up of leaves and debris.

Part B: Skytube ST400 Fitting Instuctions

Step 1.

Use the template provided to mark and cut out the hole for the ceiling 
ring. Remove the diffuser from the ceiling ring, by rotating the diffuser to 
its lowest position. Gently push in the diffuser support clips to release it 
from the ring. Refer to (Figure 6).

Step 2.

Once the ring is pushed up flush with the ceiling, as shown on (Figure 6) 
secure by screwing the ceiling ring toggles into position.

Step 3.

Attach the shaft to the Skylight by pop-riveting into the black vent ring on 
the flashing. The angle adapter is used to bring the shaft into vertical 
alignment with the ceiling ring. Refer to (Figure 3).
